Exports may cross lofty
$400-bn target in FY22

MERCHANDISE EXPORTS
WILL exceed $30 billion foran
11th straight month in Febru-
ary, commerce and industry
minister Piyush Goyal said on
Thursday, adding that out-
bound shipments can poten-
tially cross even the ambitious
target of $400 billion set for
the current fiscal.

Addressing industry execu-
tives virtually at a CII event,
Goyal said goods exports
already hit $25.3 billion in the
first three weeks of February,
up 26.4% from a year before
and 26.7% from the pre-pan-
demic (same period in FY20)
level. The exports stood at
$336 billion until January this
fiscal.

Merchandise exports had
shrunk 7%inFY21 fromayear
earlier to $292 billion in the
wake of the pandemic. How-
ever, global demand for goods
improved dramatically this fis-
cal following an industrial
resurgence in advanced
economies.

Similarly, services exports
will likely scale a fresh peak of
$250 billion this fiscal, the
minister said, adding that
robust growth in this sector
prompted his ministry to
revise the targets for FY22
twice from the initial goal of
$225 billion. Services exports
were to the tune of $206 bil-
lionin FY21.

India pays
Cairn
7,900 cr
to settle
retro tax
dispute

THE INDIAN GOVERNMENT
has paid Cairn Energy 7,900
crore to refund taxes it had
collected to enforce a retro-
spectivetaxdemand,endinga
seven-year-old dispute that
had tarred the country’s
imageasaninvestment desti-
nation.

The company, which is
now known as Capricorn
Energy,in a statement said it
has received “net proceeds of
$1.06 billion”,of which nearly
70% will be returned to the
shareholders.

The tax department had
useda 2012 legislation,which
gave it powers to go back 50
years and slap capital gains
levies wherever ownership
had changed hands overseas
but business assets were in
India, to seek 10,247 crore
from Cairn.

Cairn had in 2006-07
reorganised its Indiabusiness,
which comprised operations
of prolific Rajasthan oilfields,
prior to its listing on stock
exchanges. While the com-
pany sold majority holding in
the India unit to Vedanta in
2011, itwasin 2014 slapped
with the tax demand notice
over alleged capital gains
made on the reorganisation.

The British firm contested
the demand, saying all taxes
due were duly paid when the
reorganisation, approved by
all statutory authorities, took
place.

But the tax department in
2014 attached and then sold
the residual shares that Cairn
held in the Indian unit.

It also withheld tax
refunds and confiscated divi-
dendsduetoittosettle partof
the tax demand. All this
totalled ¥7,900 crore.

Cairn dragged the govern-
menttointernational arbitra-
tion overthelevyand enforce-
ment proceedings and on
December 22,2020, received
afavourable ruling that asked
India to refund the tax col-
lected together with interest
and penalty.

The government initially
refused to honour the award,
butinAugust 2021 broughta
law to scrap all retrospective
tax demands and refund
money collected but without
any interest or penalty.
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to apply for various approvals
and make it easier for them to
set up units, has already
onboarded 20 central govern-
ment departments and 14
states/Union territories. The
‘know-your-approval’portal of
the single-window system has
listed a total of 3,439
approvals, 2,895 of which are
typically granted by states. “We
are committed to a seamless
and simple approval process,”
he said.
